Much of the uncultivated strips around fields
are part of a government environmental
scheme to encourage ground nesting birds and
other wildlife.

However dog walkers
are persistently using the strip of land, which is
parallel to Westbeech Road, and is included in
the scheme.

met if we keep these areas free from disturbance.

Anyone using The Nore Hill Millennium Walk
must enter the field using the stiles. Entry to
fields adjacent to this walk is not allowed as it is
also being used to encourage ground nesting
birds.

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DOG MESS ON FOOTBALL PITCHES

Adult and junior football players continue to complain about the
amount of dog faeces that is on the football pitch. This is extremely

unpleasant and a health hazard.

It is against the byelaws to have a dog loose on the playing fields or
to have a dog without a Poop Scoop or bag or other means to
remove the mess. This will be enforced by the dog warden, the PCSO

and the Police.

There is a £50 fine for offending dog owners caught which can
increase to £1000 if the matter goes to Magistrates Court. The
Council has increased the number of dog bins in the Parish, which
are emptied on a regular basis by the District Council.
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
