Security Camera At Village Hall
CCTV cameras have been installed at the Village
Hall. The system is now live.

Post Office Saved

Pattingham’s Post Office has been saved and is
not on the list to be closed. Unfortunately
Seisdon’s Post Office is to be closed, although
we will be supporting the campaign to keep it
open.

Bus Service Problems

The County Council has been working with the
Parish Council in trying to improve the standard
of our bus service. Recently there have been
times when the bus has failed to leave Wolver-
hampton, collect from the Village, or just turn
up. This is very difficult for people who rely on
the service. The Council continues to monitor
these problems.

Dog Warden Visits

The South Staffordshire Council Dog warden
has made several visits to Pattingham to
introduce himself and to give guidance on dog
control. He found a high level of dog excrement
out side the school and on the playing fields. He
suggests that a lot of dog mess is from dogs
being put out last thing in the evening, particu-
larly around the picnic tables and children’s play
equipment.

Flicks In The Sticks
The “Flicks In The Sticks” experiment has been a
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great success, with each of the films (Miss
Potter, Atonement and Amazing Grace) being
shown to an audience of over one hundred.
Feedback was very positive.

The
Parish Council paid the room hire fees.
