Best Kept Village Competition 2008 – Judges Comments
Every year the judges send their comments 
regarding the village, these are this years.

Best Kept Village Publicity was excellent, as were 
the children’s posters both at the village hall 
and the shops.

The condition of the notice boards was varied, 
one was very untidy, with old drawing pins and 
staples, and contained very little local informa-
tion.

Recycling awareness was excellent and plenty of 
dog fouling awareness notices and bins were 
seen.

Public open spaces and playing fields were 
well-mown, tidy and well-maintained.  Private 
gardens were generally very good, some were 
beautiful and others needed attention.  General 
cleanliness was very good apart from the area 
around the shops.

Children’s play equipment and play areas were 
in good condition and safety surfaces were 
reasonable, but showing signs of wear.

The general appearance of the village was 
pleasing but spoilt by litter around the shops 
and untidiness behind the church.  Litter bins 
were shabby and needed replacing.  A little 
more effort and the village could be a winner.

The churchyard was very neat and tidy close to 
the church, but the far edges and behind the 
church were neglected.

The village hall was well-cared-for, but the 
Working Men’s Club car park needed a little 
attention.  The public house was neat and tidy 
except for one side of the car park  which was 
overgrown with brambles.

The telephone box was very clean and 
litter-free.  The bus shelter was in good 
condition, but had some litter during the first 
round judging.  The seats and benches were all 
in good condition.

Allotments
The parish council has received regular requests for 
allotments within the village. Previously lack of available 
land has prevented this.
The formation of an allotments committee has given the 
scheme  new impetus.

The Church Commissioners have offered a plot of land off 
Newgate for use as   allotments. Negotiations are
proceeding with a view to the allotments becoming 
available as soon as possible.
The proposed site was used in the 1920´s for allotments but 
subsequently it fell into disuse.

The parish council believes that the vacant land would be 
ideal for use as allotments, which would have the side effect 
of reducing the likelihood of planning permission being 
granted for house building in the future.

The parish council would lease the land and then sub-let it 
to the allotments committee. There would be various 
restrictions on the allotments – no sheds, livestock or 
poultry.

Jim Stuart, Manager of the Pattingham 
Co-operative store, was one of the 7613 
competitors who completed the course at the 
London Royal Parks Half Marathon on Sunday 
October 12th. He was raising money for the 
Co-operative Designated Charity “Dogs for the 
Disabled”. Three hundred and fifty customers at 
the shop pledged £775 if he completed the 
course.
The Pattingham store raised £336 with a raffle 
and tombola in the shop.

The combined 
total was the largest amount raised by any 
Co-operative retail outlet and Mr Stuart has 
been invited to a presentation ceremony in 
Banbury later in the year in recognition of the 
store’s achievement.

Pattingham Social Youth Club Option, 
PSYCO for short, has been running since the 
beginning of September in the village hall. It 
runs for 2 hours from 7.30pm on Fridays in 
term time. There are 30 members with a 
waiting list.

There is a cadre of 6 adult leaders who give 
their time voluntarily. They are supported by 
another group of junior leaders who are too 
old to be PSYCO participants but still want 
to be involved. They are activity leaders and 
supervise the various activities the younger 
children are doing.

The activities range from table tennis, pool, 
short mat bowling, putting and Wii game 
consoles. One of the Wiis has a Fit balance 
board, which can be used for 
training/fitness exercises.

The children pay £2 each week, which 
covers the hire of the hall, insurance and 
administration expenses. The junior leaders 
come along free but are expected to help set
